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Tax Value Study 
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Habitat homes significantly add value to the tax base! 
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Trinity Habitat for Humanity builds homes and hope in partnership with God’s people.  An ecumenical Christian housing 
ministry, Trinity Habitat is a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization, committed to the ideal that all people deserve a simple, 
decent, healthy place to live on terms they can afford to pay. 
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Habitat offers a hand up, not a handout, to low-income working families.  Homeowners buy their houses and invest “sweat 
equity” labor in the construction of their homes or other Habitat projects.  Habitat homes are affordable because of 
volunteer labor, donated funds and materials.  Interest payments add substantially to home costs, so Habitat houses are 
financed by the organization at no interest and are sold at no profit.  Homeowners’ house payments go into a revolving 
fund that helps build more homes.   
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Habitat homeowners are working people who might have only dreamed of home ownership because of skyrocketing home 
prices.  Habitat partner families’ income levels between 30% and 60% of the median.  Families qualify on the basis of 
need, willingness to partner with the Habitat program and ability to make mortgage payments that average between 
$400-$450 monthly, including taxes and insurance.   Habitat follows a non-discriminatory policy of family selection.  The 
community benefits as responsible citizens move into neighborhoods.  Property values increase and other homeowners in the 
neighborhood begin to improve their property. 
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Everyone needs a safe, decent place to sleep each night.   Over 650,000 houses in Texas house are substandard. More 
than 88% of poor Texas households with children have at least one major housing problem.   Housing in older 
neighborhoods is often destroyed through arson, violence, or neglect.  Some families are living with other people in 
overcrowded conditions.  Others live without water or heat.  No one should have to live in an overcrowded, dilapidated, 
dangerous house.  Substandard housing seriously limits the potential of both children and adults. A simple decent place to 
live can break the cycle of poverty and hopelessness.   
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Trinity Habitat for Humanity serves Tarrant, Johnson, Parker and Wise Counties. Houses have been built in several 
neighborhoods throughout Fort Worth, including Near Southeast, Southside, Worth Heights, Northside, Greenway, Mosier 
Valley, Como as well as in Mansfield and Arlington.  In 2002, Trinity Habitat for Humanity and Johnson County Habitat for 
Humanity signed an agreement making Johnson County a “chapter.”  We expanded our service area to include Parker and 
Wise Counties in 2006. The first two houses were built in Weatherford in Parker County and Decatur in Wise County in 
2007. 
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Trinity Habitat for Humanity was created in 1989 and has built over 328 homes in Tarrant, Johnson, Parker and Wise 
Counties. The organization is affiliated with Habitat for Humanity International, which has built more than 225,000 homes 
around the world in the past 30 years. 
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Volunteers, as well as in-kind, corporate, church and individual donors, are the foundation of Habitat for Humanity.  You 
may help build homes, donate funds/materials/tools for construction, and provide meals for workers and more.

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The three guidelines to partner with Habitat for Humanity for an affordable housing opportunity are:  
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•� Generally you cannot have owned a home for the last 3 years. 
•� Your income is too low to qualify for a regular home loan. 
•� You have problems with your current housing situation – Some examples listed below: 

� � You may pay more than 30% of your monthly income for housing expenses,  
� � You may live in an overcrowded situation, and/or 
� � You may live in a home with structural, electrical, or plumbing problems, etc. 
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•� You have been a resident of Johnson County for at least 12 months.  
•� You have lived in your current residence for at least 12 months. 
•� You have been employed at your current job for at least 12 months. 
•� Your income falls within the guidelines listed below:�

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•� Partners provide the required documentation and application information in a timely manner. 
•� Partners complete 300 hours of sweat equity building and volunteering with Habitat.

Habitat for Humanity is a Christian ministry that builds houses in partnership with volunteers and homeowners. 
Habitat does not charge interest or require a down payment for the Habitat houses.  Homeowners pay only the 
first year’s insurance prior to closing on their home, then pay a modest monthly mortgage payment.

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Full House sponsors provides $54,500 of the funds needed for construction.  In addition, the full 
sponsor has the opportunity to provide the volunteers to work on all of the build days for the entire 
home alongside the homeowner family.  Full sponsors get their logo on the house sign, THFH web 
page hyperlink and in quarterly newsletter.  They also get a discounted Tool Box Bash “Wrecking 
Crew” table sponsorship at $1,500 for a table for 10. (savings of $500) 
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Three-Quarter House sponsors provide $40,875 of the funds needed for construction.  In addition, 
the three-quarter sponsor has the opportunity to provide the volunteers to work 9 build days (or ¾ 
of the build days*) on the home alongside the homeowner family. Three-quarter sponsors get their 
logo on the house sign and in the quarterly newsletter.  They also get a discounted Tool Box Bash 
“Wrecking Crew” table sponsorship at $1,500 for a table for 10. (savings of $500)

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Half House sponsors provides $27,250 of the funds needed for construction.  In addition, the half 
sponsor has the opportunity to provide the volunteers to work six of the build days (or half of the 
build days*) on the home alongside the homeowner family.  Half sponsors get their logo on the 
house sign.  They also get a discounted Tool Box Bash “Wrecking Crew” table sponsorship at 
$1,500 for a table for 10. (savings of $500)

Quarter House sponsors provides $13,625 of the funds needed for construction.  In addition, the 
quarter sponsor has the opportunity to provide the volunteers to work three build days (or ¼ of the 
build days*) on the home alongside the homeowner family  
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.4516+/� Partial house sponsors provide funding and/or volunteers to help build the home. Sponsors at the 
$5,000 level and above get their name on the house sign. 
 

*Number of total build days can be altered by unavoidable issues such as weather. 
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Adopt-A-Lot sponsors support the acquisition and development of the lot on which the family’s home 
will be constructed.�Adopt-a-lot sponsors get their name listed on the Habitat house sign. 
�
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Family sponsors provide the funds necessary to recruit and train the Homeowners.  Family sponsors 
get their name listed on the Habitat house sign. 
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Landscape sponsors fund the expenses associated with landscaping the lot after the house been 
constructed.  In addition the sponsor has the opportunity to provide the volunteers to help with the 
labor as well. Landscape sponsors get their name listed on Habitat house sign. 
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����&���"� :   Trinity Habitat for Humanity (Habitat) assigns a family to the sponsor from a list of families 

who have been approved and are working to complete their 300 hours of “sweat equity”.    
The partner family works alongside the volunteers in the building of their new home. 
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����)��� : The family selects a house plan and a lot. Habitat staff supervises the pouring of a slab. Framing 

day is scheduled after a slab has been poured. 
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Habitat volunteer coordinator will supplement with groups or individuals as needed.  )$�
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�  Habitat employs a full-time construction director and two full-time construction supervisors. We 

contract with paid project managers as well.  The project manager assigned to your house will be 
on-site from the framing process to the completion of the homes.  He/She is responsible for making 
sure the house is constructed properly.   

 
 
����	��"�<  Habitat construction staff order all materials. In-kind materials must conform to the “Standard 

Features of Habitat House” criteria and be coordinated through the Construction Director.  
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#<  Work is scheduled on Fridays and Saturdays (or only Saturdays if needs of sponsor dictates).  

Habitat staff will coordinate with sponsor group volunteer coordinator for scheduling volunteers.    
 
 
 
&���<  Each group provides lunches and/or snacks as required by work schedule. Habitat provides water 

and ice for each site.  =�%���$�
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)�������� : It is helpful to have a site host to greet and sign in volunteers. The site host acts as a helper to 

project manager in getting people involved on work site, lunch set up and as a safety coordinator. 
Habitat will provide a volunteer if sponsor does not have such a volunteer available. 
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��� Habitat has accident insurance on volunteers. This coverage acts as a supplement to primary 

policy, and will be the primary provider in the event that the volunteer does not  
 have health insurance. Volunteers are asked to sign a waiver of liability. Sponsor can be added to 

this document or provide their own waiver. 
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�����	�+,, -����./01/,, .  Partner sponsors can contribute 

funding for a partial or full sponsorship. While this amount does not cover the total cost of the 
house, Trinity Habitat for Humanity has chosen to keep sponsorship cost as low as possible so that 
more groups will be able to participate.  � �
